SATURDAY MORNING CORPORATE PRAYER

Join us for Corporate Prayer every Saturday morning from 8:00 - 9:00 am, at the Dunbar Center.  (First 30 

minutes of quite meditation and soft music, and 30 minutes of personal testimonies, thanksgiving, and prayers).  

The late sister (Holy Ghost) Shirley Jackson's warm spirit is still felt within our prayer circle.  She truly loved 

coming to corporate prayer to pray for our Pastor by name, our church body, and God's vision for Mt Zion.  All 

are welcome and remember what is prayed in corporate prayer stays in corporate prayer! 
 

What is corporate prayer?  Why have it? 
 

Corporate prayer is the term used to describe praying together with other people in small groups or in larger 

bodies of people. Corporate prayer can be a positive experience in many ways. Corporate prayer is an important 

part of the life of the church, along with worship, sound doctrine, communion, and fellowship. The early church 

met regularly to learn the doctrine of the apostles, break bread, and pray together (Acts 2:42). When we pray 

together with other believers, the effects can be very positive. Corporate prayer edifies and unifies us as we 

share our common faith. The same Holy Spirit who dwells within each believer causes our hearts to rejoice as 

we hear praises to our Lord and Savior, knitting us together in a unique bond of fellowship found nowhere else 

in life. 
 

To those who may be alone and struggling with life’s burdens, hearing others lift them up to the throne of grace 

can be a great encouragement. It also builds in us love and concern for others as we intercede for them. At the 

same time, corporate prayer will only be a reflection of the hearts of the individuals who participate. We are to 

come to God in humility (James 4:10), truth (Psalm 145:18), obedience (1 John 3:21-22), with thanksgiving 

(Philippians 4:6) and confidence (Hebrews 4:16). Sadly, corporate prayer can also become a platform for those 

whose words are directed not to God, but to their hearers. Jesus warned against such behavior in Matthew 6:5-

8 where he exhorts us not to be showy, long-winded, or hypocritical in our prayers, but to pray secretly in our 

own rooms in order to avoid the temptation of using prayer hypocritically. 
 

Corporate prayer is important because it creates unity (John 17:22-23) and is a key aspect of believers’ encour-

aging one another (1 Thessalonians 5:11) and spurring one another on to love and good deeds (Hebrews 10:24). 
 

Don't know what to do; we can be still and know that He is God, pick a short verse of Scripture, a particular 

need, or a single ministry of our church as our prayer focus, but the important thing is that we come to 

corporate prayer with intention to lead others to the throne for their good and for God’s glory.

As you may remember, a number of members responded.  This year, we are again offering this column.   
 

Below is our first of the year--a powerful testimony from and written by Sis. Alonzetta Gabriel.  
 

Eleven years ago, my family’s lives changed drastically. My husband suffered an aneurism in his spinal cord 

leaving him paralyzed. I was devastated, scared and angry. Smiling when I wanted to cry. Putting on my game 

face while trying to keep it together for our children. Numerous times I wanted to yell and scream at GOD but 

instead I found myself praying, getting closer to him. John spent 4 months in the hospital, 2 months in rehab. 

As our family adjusted, we learned from John to accept the hand that was dealt to us. He never stopped being 

our hero, the head or our household, our rock! He continued to work hard to provide for our family. Tragedy 

struck our family again this past May .... John had a blood clot on the left side of his brain requiring emergency 

brain surgery. Things took a turn for the worst..... the doctors told me he would NOT pull through. To expect 

the worst and to call our children. Feeling as though I was in an outer body experience, walking in a daze, having 

been here before I began to call on the LORD! I prayed without ceasing.... I reached out to ALL PRAYER 

WARRIORS .... 3 months later he’s home, brain is doing fine and NO neurological problems, delays or dam-

age!! In fact, he returned to work this month. ONLY GOD!! So, when you see me PRAISING GOD. I have a 

right too! When you see me crying it’s tears of joy! My PRAISE is in my TESTIMONY and my TESTIMONY 

is in my PRAISE..... I’m glad WE don’t look like What WE’VE been through..... So, I proudly say “Happy New 

Year” from our family to yours! ONLY GOD!!

"2 CHAIRS: The SECRET That Changes Everything"
